The original parchment that

the Derby winners names are
recorded on comes to us from this
fantastic story of Fonso and his
travels.

The documents discovered with
this fantastic story included
among them some photographs
that are believed to be of Fonso
himself. Though there is no one
who can confirm the likeness of
Fonso, it is believed that he may
have been forced to wear an eye
patch according to a short bit of
script from the parchment.

Evidently Fonso gained a passion
for birding and on an outing to
catch a glimpse of the rare
pileated woodpecker he was
unfortunate enough to run into
one. Literally, he had climbed

a giant seqouia in hopes of
photographing a woodpeckers
nest and when caught off guard
the mother woodpecker attacked
and damaged his eye lens.

The story of Fonso's battle with
the pileated warrior is what has
been most recently translated
from the deteriorated parchment
found on the backside of Churchill
Downs in what has been referred
to a the “Derby dig”.

The Kentucky Derby is run every
first Saturday in May at Churchill
Downs in Louisville, Kentucky.

The Kentucky Derby’s first winning
jockey, Oliver Lewis.

The 1875 Derby was held in May
at the newly-opened Louisville
Jockey Club race track, now
known as Churchill Downs.

Lewis's mount Aristides was one
of two horses entered in the race
by owner H. Price McGrath as

all entries hoped of winning the
$2850 prize money. But it was the
other horse—Chesapeake, ridden
by William Henry—that

was expected to win.

Aristides and Chesapeake started
the race as favorites. Aristides’
reputation for powerful starts and
Chesapeake’s strong finishing
made them the two most likely
contenders, but it was Volcano
who took the lead from the start
and pulled away, leaving Aristides,
closely followed by Verdigris and
McCreary just behind.

In the end Lewis rode Aristides to
victory. Lewis's time for the mile
and a half long course (reduced to
a mile and a quarter in 1896) was
02:37:75, an American record for
the distance.

Fonso may never be accurately
identified as the mystery man with
the eye patch and fancy cravat but
the information gleaned from the
"Derby dig” site will stand out as
one of the most baffling stories
ever centered around the world's
most legendary Thoroughbred
races, the Kentucky Derby.
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
